THE MAIN TENDENCIES OF DISTORTION OF KEY QUESTIONS HISTORY OF
THE ARMENIA AND «AZERBAIJANIAN» IN THE AZERBAIJANI
HISTORIOGRAPHI 1945-2011-S.

SUMMARY

The aim of this dissertation is to research the main tendencies of distortion of key
questions in Armenian history by comparing it with its objective image and revealing the
links between this and some other questions of Azerbaijanian people and the primary history
of its state’s genesis.

The dissertation is consisted of introduction, containing three chapters, epilogue and
the list of used sources and literature.

The importance and modernity of the dissertation’s topic, its scientific novelty, also
the problems and aims of the research, its theoretic and practical importance are formed in the
introduction.

In the dissertation’s first chapter «The main tendencies of distortion of key
questions history of the Armenia» on the background of true history of Armenian nation and
its state is shown. Main tendencies of distortion of its genesis’ key questions in ancient,
middle age and modern history by Turkish and Azerbaijani historians are researched, revealed
and shown. The connection and coherence between their methods and ways to distort
Armenian history and also their behavior’s specialty about estimation of history of Armenian
nation is shown. Due to the rich materials gained by the deep and serious work of the famous
researchers show that the theory and hypothesis, that distort Armenian history’s key questions
are instable in comparison with the objective image of Armenian true history.

In the second chapter of the dissertation «Distortion history of Armenia and
question of the Caucasus Albania» due to the rich materials gained by the deep and serious
work done by the famous specialists show the instability of so called «Pan-Albaniany
concept.

In the third chapter of the dissertation «Some questions of Azerbaijanian people and
the primary history of its state’s genesis» due to the rich materials gained by the deep and
serious work done by the famous specialists show the instability of so called «classic» and
«modernx»- Pan-Turkic concept’s origins and Azerbaijanian people and the primary history of
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its state’s genesis and myth about «Great Azerbaijan», and also it shows the bankruptcy of
the arguments and the proving base which is based on it. On one hand are shown, revealed
and researched some question of Azerbaijanian people and the primary history of its genesis,
on the other hand is shown the connection with Armenian history. And especially
Azerbaijanians  with their false historians are trying to contradistinguish the «Great
Azerbaijan» and «Western Azerbaijan» concepts created by them in snap to the recognized
historical concepts as are Greal Armenia and Western Armenia. They portent Armenian
people and Armenian genocide in 1915-1923 accredit to them creating a myth about a 200
year's «Azerbaijanian genocide» and etc.

Discovered and shown that the «Azerbaijanian» ethnonim has artificial origin. The
concept «Azerbaijanian» is ecumenical. Even in its present situation it doesn't show the
ethnic origin of the individual, but his civil dependence. Wavelike penetrations, gradually
falls, that took place, continuous wars, different wild nomadic conquerors  including
forerunners of modern Azerbaijanians, which were hosts of Turkish tribes that
startedmassively penetrating basically in XI —XIII centuries into Eastern Transcaucasia
(Arran) and Azerbaijan, become a real pest for the natives that were sedentary farmers. This
distractive actions and also epidemics, natural disasters and etc become one of the main
reasons for reducing the number of natives as well as Armenians in Azerbaijan and Caucasus
Albania (Arran) and become one of the main reasons for their unhappy fortune. During
centuries the natives of this country including Armenians, were almost completely trampled,
annihilated and a less number was violently assimilated in their own historical land.
Azerbaijan’s and Caucasus Albania’s natives are not their ancestors, but the modern Turkish -
Azerbaijanians’ forerunners.

The main results of the research are resumed in the conclusion.
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
